At the Joint Meeting between the IPCC and CAPO, the Force gave a presentation on resilience training for police officers,
and updated the progress of follow-up work on the 52 recommendations put forward by the IPCC in its Thematic Study
Report. After the Joint Meeting, Dr Anthony Francis Neoh, Chairman of the IPCC, accompanied by Hon Tony Tse Wai-
chuen, the then Vice Chairman, Mr Clement Chan Kam-wing, Chairman of Publicity and Survey Committee, and Mr
Richard Yu, the then Secretary-General met with the media to offer the latest complaints statistics relating to Public Order
Events, the vetting progress of complaint investigation reports submitted by CAPO and the Council’s observations while
vetting these cases.
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At the meeting with Hong Kong Federation of Education Workers,
Mr Richard Yu (the then Secretary-General) introduced functions of
the IPCC and School Programme, and explained to the attendees
the objectives of the IPCC Thematic Studly.
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Mr Richard Yu (the then Secretary-General) visited Caritas Institute of Community
Education and gave lectures to students studying Diplomas Yi Jin courses “Police
Force Practice” and “Disciplinary Force Practice”. By sharing latest statistics and
real complaint cases, Mr Yu shed light on the statutory role and functions of the
IPCC. The lectures were well received by attending instructors and students.
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Ms Regina Lau (Acting Deputy Secretary-General, Operations) visited School of
Continuing Education of Hong Kong Baptist University and gave lecture to students
studying Diploma Yi Jin course “Policing Studies”. Ms Lau explained the role and
functions of the IPCC by sharing different real complaint cases with the students. The
lecture was well-received.
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Mr Clement Chan Kam-wing (Chairman of Publicity and Survey Committee) was invited by Rotary Club of Star Avenue and Rotary
Satellite Club of Star Avenue — Inspiration to be the guest speaker at their regular meeting. Mr Chan introduced the role and statutory
functions of the IPCC and also exchanged views with club members on Hong Kong’s two-tier police complaints system. Mr Chan
exchanged souvenirs with Mr Tony Cheung, President of Rotary Club of Star Avenue, and Mr Terence Lau, Chair of Rotary Satellite
Club of Star Avenue — Inspiration. Mr Terence Lau also serves as an IPCC Observer.
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To show the Council’s appreciation to the dedication and support from the long-service Observers who retired in 2020 and
active participants of Fugitive Offenders Ordinance-related observations of interviews and collection of evidence, a presentation
ceremony was held on 1 December 2020. In view of the epidemic situation, the presentation ceremony was conducted via
video-conferencing. Council Chairman, Dr Anthony Francis Neoh expressed his heartfelt thanks to the award-winning observers

on behalf of the IPCC.
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At the Joint Meeting between the IPCC and
CAPO, the Force gave a presentation on digital
video recording devices of Hong Kong Police,
and updated the progress of follow-up work
on the 52 recommendations put forward by
the IPCC in its Thematic Study Report. After
the Joint Meeting, Dr Anthony Francis Neoh,
Chairman of the IPCC, accompanied by Hon
Tony Tse Wai-chuen, the then Vice Chairman, Mr
Clement Chan Kam-wing, Chairman of Publicity
and Survey Committee, and Mr Richard Yu, the
then Secretary-General met with the media to
introduce the 2019/20 Report, and to and offered
the latest complaints statistics arising from the
Public Order Events, the vetting progress of
complaint investigation reports submitted by
CAPO and the Council's observations while
vetting these cases.
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The IPCC welcomes the newly appointed Vice-Chairmen Hon Jimmy Ng Wing-ka and Hon Chan Chun-ying, and the newly
appointed Members Miss Mabel Chan Mei-bo, Dr Daniel Chan Ching-yan and Mr Randy Yu Hon-kwan. The Council organised
a briefing for them to introduce the role and functions of the IPCC, as well as the vetting procedures in examining complaint
cases to let them familiar with the daily routine of the IPCC.
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The IPCC has been closely monitoring the implementation progress of improvements recommended in the IPCC Thematic
Study Report on public order events in 2019 by the Police. Further to the Police’s progress update on temporary holding
areas (THAs) at the recent Joint Meetings between IPCC and CAPO, the Council Chairman Dr Anthony Francis Neoh led
a delegation comprising 16 Council Members, including Vice-Chairmen Hon Ronick Chan Chun-ying and Hon Jimmy Ng
Wing-ka, Members Mr Barry Chin Chi-yung, Mr Clement Chan Kam-wing, Mr Wilson Kwong Wing-tsuen, Ms Ann Au Chor-
kwan, Miss Sylvia Lee Hiu-wah, Ms Melissa Kaye Pang, Mr Johnny Yu Wah-yung, Dr Anissa Chan Wong Lai-kuen, Mr Roland
Wong Ka-yeung, Ms Jane Curzon Lo, Mr Paul Lam Ting-kwok, SC, Mrs Helen Yu Lai Ching-ping, Miss Mabel Chan Mei-bo,
Mr Randy Yu Hon-kwan, the then Secretary-General Mr Richard Yu and Secretariat representatives to visit to enhanced THA
at Hung Hom Police Station. Accompanied by Ms Rebecca LAM Hiu-tong, Director of Management Services of Hong Kong
Police Force, Ms Anna TSANG Yim-sheung, Assistant Commissioner of Police (Service Quality) and CAPO representatives,
the IPCC delegation examined the enhanced facilities and gained more thorough understanding of enhancements made to
resource deployment and systems for improving the service quality of the Force.
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Mr Clement Chan Kam-wing (Chairman of Publicity and Survey Committee)
and Members Miss Sylvia Lee Hiu-wah, Mr Johnny Yu Wah-yung, Mrs
Helen Yu Lai Ching-ping and Miss Mabel Chan Mei-bo, accompanied by
Mr Daniel Mui (Secretary-General, Acting), hosted a media workshop to
introduce IPCC’s work and two-tier police complaints system, as well as
share their working experience as IPCC Members. The workshop aims
to deepen frontline reporters’ understanding of IPCC’s work, statutory
roles and functions, as well as to enhance the Council’s networking and
engagement with the media.
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The IPCC kicked off second round of engagement with District Fight Crime Committee of 18 Districts. After Chinese
New Year, Mr Clement Chan Kam-wing (Chairman of Publicity and Survey Committee) and Mr Daniel Mui (Secretary-
General, Acting) attended Central and Western District Fight Crime Committee meeting. They introduced the work of
the IPCC and also exchanged views with the attending members on Hong Kong’s two-tier police complaints system.
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
